Her Father: Eurydice’s father, main resident of the Underworld. Has always
been fond of his memories of the living. Tender, poetic, pragmatist.

Orpheus: leading man, young male, musician, lover and husband to Eurydice.
Lost without Eurydice and does anything he can to find her in the
Underworld. A little too in love and over-the-top with connection to
Eurydice,

A Nasty Interesting Man/The Lord of the Underworld: This man appears in
the living world as a predatory figure, leading to the ultimate demise of
Eurydice. Devious man with the utmost love for himself and thinks too highly
of himself.

A Chorus of Stones:

Big Stone

Little Stone

Loud Stone

Can be played by any gender. Act as a “Greek Chorus” of the Underworld.
Provide the comedic break in a serious play. Consistently break the 4th
wall. '
